
ENRICHMENT & INNOVATION GRANT PROGRAM GUIDELINES

The Education Foundation for Cle Elum-Roslyn (“Ed Foundation”) offers teachers, staff and students in the Cle Elum Roslyn School District small grants ranging from $100 to $500, through the Ed Foundation’s Enrichment Grant Program. These Enrichment Grants are awarded for projects that extend the regular curriculum, encourage higher-level thinking skills, or enrich students through culture, art, or other activities. Enrichment & Innovation Grants will support projects that serve students across one or more grade level(s) or course level. Teachers, counselors, and principals are eligible.  The maximum award is $500 for each application, although given the funds available in the Enrichment Grant Program, we anticipate that the average size of each Grant will be smaller. The Ed Foundation may consider a grant larger than $500 for an exceptional program request.  You may want to check with the Ed Foundation to ascertain the availability of funds prior to submitting your application.

Things that will help your grant get funded: 

· Accurate completion of the Enrichment Grant Application, including a timeline and accurate budget numbers 

· Active student involvement or evidence of student support and need

· Multi-school projects. For example, a project can share an author or artist visit at more than one school. 

Common reasons that grants do not get funded: 

· Lack of a definite project or detailed budget 

· Request for basic supplies 

· Request for program or project that is not focused on intellectual and personal enhancement that will ultimately benefit students

· Application submitted after completion of project or the purchase of materials

· Project not prioritized by principal 

Non-fundable items: 

· Money spent prior to grant approval 

· Teacher salary or release time 

· Basic supplies and capital improvements 

· Incentives or rewards 

· Snacks or food not related to grant goals 

Replicated Projects: 

It is acceptable to base your application on a previously funded grant by a different applicant, but that will not guarantee funding. Each grant application will be considered on its own merits in relation to other applications and available funding during each grant cycle. 

PROCEDURE FOR IMPLEMENTING AN APPROVED ENRICHMENT GRANT

The Grant recipient must tender a receipt, invoice, or other suitable evidence of the expenses to be incurred, together with instructions for payment.  The Ed Foundation, in its discretion, may pay the supplier directly or may reimburse the recipient of the grant based on actual invoices.  

The person receiving the grant is responsible for handling the details for the program, such as determining sources for and requisitioning equipment/materials, scheduling presenters or field trips, registering for workshops, etc. 

All equipment and materials ordered must match those listed in the approved application. Expenditures may not exceed the dollar amount approved unless the Foundation approves additional funds. Payment of any and all costs exceeding the approved amount will be the responsibility of the person receiving the grant. 

All equipment or materials obtained with Enrichment funds must be labeled with a "Donated by the Ed Foundation for Cle Elum-Roslyn Schools" label. These labels are available from the Enrichment Grant coordinator or from the Superintendent. The person receiving the grant is responsible for placing the labels on the equipment. 

The person receiving the Enrichment Grant will help inform the community about the grant by publicizing the project and will mention the Ed Foundation in any publicity about the project. 

The person receiving the Enrichment Grant will need to fill out the evaluation/feedback form and send it to the Enrichment Grant Coordinator. Failure to fill out the form and forward to the Ed Foundation office will lead to no funding in the next grant cycle.
